Atomic Testing Museum '

The first
place was the Atomic Testing
Museum. The theme of the
museum was centered around
atomic bomb testing.

We are all familiar with Project Foundry,
our schoolwide website used for the or-
ganization and grading of our projects.
Using this website is vital to our school
career here at EKA. Much damage can be
done to our grades if Project Foundry is
not used properly. Sadly, few students are
using it the way they should.

Project Foundry is used for several differ-
ent things regarding our projects. It allows
us to submit project proposals, log time,
journal, submit completed projects, check
our performances, and view our portfo-
lios. Several of our advisors have noted
areas where students most need improve-
ment when using this website. Three of
the secondary advisors, Ms. Collier, Mrs.
Kinoshita, and Mrs. McClelland agree
that one of the biggest issues is that stu-
dents either don't log time, or they are not
accurate when logging time.

Logging time is an easy step in complet-
ing projects, and can be done in one of

two ways. When you pull up your per-
sonal home page on Project Foundry,
there is a box that says "record my time."
Select the project you wish to log time for,
put the date you did the work, tell how
much time you put into your project, put
any comments you may have about your
project, and press "submit." The second
way to log your time is done in the same
way, but you come to this section after you
have filled in your journal. You may wish
to wait until you are done journaling be-
fore you log your time or do it as soon as
you log onto your home page. Either way,
it is an important step in completing your
projects.

Another issue that was addressed was in
project proposals. There are students, that
when filling out their project proposal, are

not selecting the proper classes or learning
standards. This is also vital. If you choose
classes that you are not enrolled in, you
are wasting precious project time without

He
climbed up the political ladder, starting as
a State legislator from the years 1997 to
2004. Then he became a U.S. Senator in
2005. Finally, in 2008, he became Presi-
dent-Elect of the United States.
